Requests with reasons may be received by the Minister and
Director of the Environmental Approvals Branch of the MOECC (at the addresses noted below) within 30 days of
this notice, prior to March 17, 2018. A copy of the request and reasons must be sent to the County Capital
Project Manager and the County of Brant Clerk’s Office (contact information below). If there are no requests
received within the 30 day review period, the project will receive environmental clearance. Subsequently, the
project may proceed to design and construction, dependent on available funding.
