Class Environmental Assessment (EA). This project examined
how to improve the road network and connection between
Governors Road West (from Puttown Road to Cleaver Road) and
Cleaver Road (from King Edward Street to Governors Road
West). The recommended improvements include a new road
alignment and re-opening the existing road that was temporarily
closed once the Lafarge gravel pit is no longer in use.

The Governors Road West Class EA was completed as a
Schedule ‘B’ project under the Municipal Class Environmental = 0 .

amended in 2015. The Study has completed all necessary phases of the Municipal Class EA and is
documented in the Environmental Study Report (ESR).
